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    PARIS OUTREACH IMPACTS CHURCHES, ARABS & JEWS

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�������Before the fires started burning in Paris,  the Lord assigned us to work 
 in Paris all of October, which included all the Biblical fall feasts of Israel, 
called “High Holy Days,” in four directions (See photos on the right). 
 
 I. CHURCHES experienced the Jewish roots of Christianity.  For Sukkot, or 
the Feast of Tabernacles, one church built a huge sukkah (booth) and people 
brought offerings into it. It was like a joyful Thanksgiving which is a holiday 
based on Sukkot. Another church fasted and prayed on Yom Kippur, both 
repenting and then  celebrating  the atonement  Jesus has brought. 
 
II. ARABS are coming to faith in Jesus, a fact the media will not tell you! 
At a Lebanese restaurant we brought together Arab Christian believers- 
pastors, evangelists, businessmen. (see photo at right) Our friend Salim (in  
center) used to be Arafat’s bodyguard!  All these former Muslims received 
the challenge that Jews and Arabs who serve Jesus must now work together. 
In Odessa in our new Arab Messianic Congregation,  we are doing just that. 
 
III. MESSIANIC JEWS of Paris have invited the dance and worship team of 
Odessa to host an Israeli Worship/Dance Conference for Paris.  The pastor, 
shown at right with David, wants Gateway of Zion’s leaders to come teach  
his leaders and start many more Messianic congregations throughout Paris. 
Now there is only ONE congregation, and in France there are 600,000 Jews! 
Our vision is to see a strong Messianic Jewish movement established through 
out France, sharing resources of worship music, teaching, leaders,  and love. 
 
IV. THE ORTHODOX JEWISH COMMUNITY of Paris opened t o us by a 
series of miracles. We became friends with the cantor of the huge 3000-seat 
Sephardic  synagogue. He invited us to share their family’s Tunisian Rosh 
HaShanah Seder meal  with their  9 children, dressed in little green tunics 
with gold braid trim. The event lasted for hours of eating figs, leeks, fish and 
more...all dipped in honey for a sweet year, and blessed by Hebrew prayers. 
The children were so joyful even to a late hour, listening intently to father.   
On Simchat Torah, they handed David a torah and he danced with his new 
friend in the front of the synagogue, while women in balconies tossed  
down candies.Our last day in Paris we captured this French Jewish wedding.
